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Roof Tile Management, the firm 
that completed the restoration of 
the George St. side of Market 
Hall, has been contracted to 
complete repairs to the south 
end of the building. The rehabili-
tation is scheduled to take 7 
weeks and will include the resto-
ration of the south east tower, 
repairs to extensive masonry 
damage, refurbishment of the 
windows and reconstruction of 
the cornices and metal orna-
mentation. The south end work 
will also see the first phase of 
the installation of a metal roof on 
the entire building. At ground 
level, the south doors will be 
removed and the original win-
dow design restored. Finally,  
the southeast doors will be re-
furbished in preparation for use 
as the main theatre entrance 
when interior renovations take 
place. �

available...  
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Becoming General Manager feels like a natural 
stage in the evolution of my association with 
Market Hall. I first encountered this building in 
the early 80’s when I was performance director 
for Artspace. Beginning in the late 70’s Artspace 
had rented the vacant Hall a few times to house 
large scale art events, then finally, in 1984, took 
out a long-term lease and renovated the 2nd floor 
into a multi-purpose art gallery and theatre. Un-
known to many, those renovations were never 
completely finished and Artspace eventually left 
the building before seeing the vision for it as an 
arts centre fully take off. Since that time my in-
volvement continued; I’ve worked there as facil-
ity manager and performing arts director, I’ve 
been a user producing dance seasons, and most 

recently I’ve been a board member. Having been 
involved with various incarnations of the Market 
Hall over the years it seems to me we are now 
entering the most exciting – and challenging - 
period in its history as an arts centre. Certainly 
it’s an exciting time to be back working at the 
Hall on a daily basis, because the current man-
agement team – the board of directors and the 
GM I am replacing, Karen August, who is now 
Director of Development – has got the venue 
poised to make great improvements to both the 
facility and its programming. With so much for-
ward thinking taking place, it’s a thrill for me to 
bring a connection to Market Hall’s origins as an 
arts centre almost 25 years ago.

The twin presenting entities known 
as Peterborough New Dance and 
Public Energy have a busy season of 
dance and theatre lined up in the new 
year, highlighted by the first-ever 
appearance in Peterborough of one of 
Canada’s greatest comedic actors, 
and the third local appearance by one 
of Canada’s pioneering contempo-
rary dance artists.  
 

On February 7 and 8 Newfound-
land’s Andy Jones brings us An 
Evening With Uncle Val, featuring 
Andy’s favourite indignant 70-year 
old, now displaced from his outport 
home and living in the urban metropolis of St. 
John’s.  
 

Also on the Public Energy roster is a less familiar 
but equally engaging performer, Ker Wells, 
known mostly as a director/actor of innovative 
physical theatre - many will remember the local 
appearance of his company, #11 Theatre, a few 
years ago. On January 18 and 19 Ker will per-

form Living Tall, a high-powered, 
offbeat comedy written by Cleveland 
playwright Mike Geither.  
 

First up in the Peterborough New 
Dance season is Jennifer Mascall, one 
of the leading lights of the generation 
of Canadian dance that emerged from 
the founding of the York U dance de-
partment in the 70’s. Following visits 
here in ’83 and ’93, Mascall Dance 
returns February 21 and 22 with the 
full length work Traces of Emily 
Carr, featuring original music written, 

and performed live, by one of Can-
ada’s most sought after indie music 

artists, Veda Hille.  
 

Then on March 7 & 8 it is one of the leading 
lights of the current Toronto dance scene, 
Yvonne Ng, who has assembled an exquisite 
evening of duets performed with the great and 
versatile modern dancer Robert Glumbeck. Fi-
nally, to cap off the season, Emergency #16 
shakes down the Market Hall April 3-5. 
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keting, and had common user groups. We've 
wished each other well knowing that Peterbor-
ough, especially downtown, need both spaces for 
the well-being of the community.

Market Hall and Showplace have always been 
complementary performance venues situated only 
a few storefronts away from each other.  Al-
though both deal in performance art, each fills a 
separate community niche.  Capacity has been 
the primary determining factor in the kind of 
shows which come to each site and also contrib-
utes to a certain ambiance.  Shows that suit Mar-
ket Hall don't suit Showplace and vice-versa.  
Yet both venues have very similar objectives and 
goals.  We have recognized this and acknowl-
edged each other over the years.  We've ex-
changed some equipment, spoken of developing 
some programming together, shared some mar-
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steady use as a performance 
space, the place is wearing out.  
We know that we have to do 
something to keep Market Hall 
an accessible, affordable and 
welcoming place for our whole 
community, and we have a plan 
to make that happen.  We’ve 
been talking to our members, 
our artists, presenters and pro-
ducers, our community leaders 
as well as architects, sound 
technicians and lighting design-

ade, and to look forward as we 
ask how Market Hall can meet 
the needs of our community, 
now and into the future.
